Robert attended Geishert 
District country school through the eighth grade 
and then Scotland High School. Robert left school 
to help out on the farm.  
 
Robert married Georgianne Podzimek May 10, 
1960 at St. Leo Catholic Church in Tyndall. 
Together they farmed and raised their son, 
Michael. Bob was a hard worker but was never too 
busy to help others, especially his neighbors. 
Robert and Georgianne moved to town in the early 
1990s. Since he was not quite ready to retire, 
Robert went to work for Ray Diede at Scotland 
Redi-Mix. He drove truck for nearly eight years 
before retirement.
