In 1942, Shirley’s family relocated to San Diego, 
CA, where they resided for three years before moving to Iowa and 
living there for a year. Their final move was to a farm in Moody 
County, SD, where the family welcomed Shirley's younger sister, 
Darlene. After completing eighth grade, Shirley graduated from    
Jasper High School. 
    On November 27, 1954, Shirley was united in marriage with Glenn 
Kindt. They farmed in the Jasper, MN, area where they welcomed 
four children: Beth, Tom, Julee, and Paula. 
Shirley and her family moved to Ortonville, MN, in 1971, where she 
established roots and became an integral part of the community. A 
dedicated office manager at Kindt Insurance Agency, she worked  
diligently for many years, exemplifying professionalism and       
commitment in her field.
