She worked as a dispatcher at the fire station, and at the same time,
worked  full-time as a plaster and also took care of her 10 children. In
1977, the  family moved to Mariupol, Ukraine, where they served the
Lord with their open house for church services. She always hosted with
gladness!

Lyubov and Vladimir had many weddings in their home besides hosting
church services and events. She was an amazing cook! Then, in August
1989, the whole family immigrated to the USA and lived in Sacramento,
California, where they were members of the Bethany Church for 25
years.
