Sunday, January 18, 2026, at Hancock County Memorial Hospital 
in Britt Iowa.

Bernard Alan Blank, the son of Raymond and Ann (Vander Ploeg) 
Blank, was born on March 24, 1948, in Belmond. He attended 
Kanawha Community Schools. Bernie served his country in 
the United States Marine Corps during Vietnam. Following his 
honorable discharge, he returned to Iowa and made his home 
in Plymouth and later Yuba, Wisconsin.
