The funeral service of the Eastern Orthodox Church consists of
hymns, prayers, and reading from the Scriptures. The service
begins with chanting from Psalm 119, followed by several hymns,
which express the mixed emotions of grief and consolation that
come from the loss of a loved one, yet affirming our hope in

God's promise of rest for the departed and eternal life.

In addition to the prayers and hymns, the funeral service also
includes two scripture readings. These passages reflect the
Church’s belief in the reality of Christ's death and the Resurrection
and of the benefits that we derive from them, namely, the
resurrection of our body on the last day, and the promise of

incorruption and immortality.
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
